Desk of Today we remember Jesus going into Jerusalem on a donkey. Jesus comes into Jerusalem meek and mild. He does not

tells much about Christ’s personality and what he expects from his followers. Jesus is not narcistic but humble. This
humble Jesus comes into Jerusalem and he is greeted with much fan fare but soon this same crowd will turn on him and
yell for his crucifixion. How quickly we turn on Christ. It is not just the people in today’s gospel but you and me also. You may say, “I never
turned on Christ.” But each time we give into sin, we turn our backs to Christ. Each time we give into fear, we turn on Christ. Jesus is the
source of all life.

I know that some of you have watched Mel Gibson’s movie the “Passion.” I encourage you to watch it alone. If you want to watch it as a
family that is good also but watching it alone makes Christ’s passion very personal.

Now we begin Holy Week. I will remember this Holy Week the rest of my life. (Continued on next column)

Being bored and alone is a type of suffering. This is difficult for you and me because we are used to going and doing things all the time. To
slow down and have no tasks to do is a type of suffering. Christ is calling you and me into a deeper relationship with him. Let us go to the
foot of the cross and ponder and meditate on the crucifix. Look at Christ’s Precious Blood. See his agony. Look at his wounds. Let us read the
book of the crucifix this week.

When
finished please go out the south drive (which is usually the in-coming lane). For Confessions only we will make this change in the
driveway.

Observance of Palm Sunday 2020 — Bishop Thomas:

The celebrations of these most holy days of the church year require a pastoral attentiveness so that the saving events commemorated are
carried out with faith and devotion and the faithful have access to them in whatever way is possible. All possible electronic and spiritual
resources are to be made available to the faithful to enter into these days which commemorate the greatest mysteries of our redemption.

In general:

- There will be no public celebrations of Palm Sunday and of the Sacred Paschal Triduum. The faithful should be strongly encouraged to view
or listen to a livestream/broadcast of these liturgies and make a spiritual communion.

- A very limited number of ministers (a server, a lector, organist) who are considered necessary to exercise a particular role may be present,
provided that their health is not compromised and they give their consent and proper social distancing is practiced. However, there is to be no
congregation present.

If there are no necessary ministers present, the priest celebrant is to adapt the following guidelines according to his circumstances.

- We all need to be aware that ecclesial or governmental restrictions may be altered at any moment and prudent judgement will need to prevail
when celebrating these most sacred liturgies with the upmost reverence and decorum.

For the Masses/Services between now and Easter Sunday the ministers/servers/ushers scheduled for each Mass will not be needed since
we have a locked church during this time. Thank you for your patience! Our prayers are with all of you to stay safe!
