Today we celebrate the presentation of the Lord. Jesus was presented in the temple to Simeon. Mary and Joseph, Jesus’
parents, present Jesus to Simeon and Simeon says, “Behold, this child is destined for the fall and rise of many in Israel,
and to be a sign that will be contradicted --and you yourself a sword will pierce--
so that the thoughts of many hearts may be revealed.” Jesus will be a sign of contradiction to the world. Many people will oppose Christ and
his teaching. Jesus’ teaching will at times contradict the Jewish faith. This will cause much suffering on Mary’s part. But Jesus will also bring
many people to a new way of life and faith. Jesus will lift many people up and give them hope.

Notice that Mary and Joseph obey the dictates of the Jewish faith. They present Christ in the temple, which is their religious obligation. In
obeying the Jewish faith Mary is given some insight on who her son is and what will happen to him and others in the future. By being
obedient to God and our faith, we can come to understand the expectations of God. These expectations are not always presented to us by
staying home and watching TV. At times we have to do things in our faith that get us out of our shell. We have to practice our faith even
when it is uncomfortable. | thank all of you for allowing me to be your shepherd.
