14th Sunday in Ordinary Time 

Today we celebrate Independence Day. We celebrate our early colonies freedom from the British occupation. Freedom 

is something we uphold as Americans. We know that freedom does not come cheap. It is right for us to celebrate our 

freedom as a nation. In celebrating we are reminding ourselves and the generations to come that we must be ever 

vigilant of toxic governments that do not uphold our rights as a free nation. We have the right to speak, the right to 

religion.
