We will take
a look at each statement/truth of the creed and examine it's meaning through the use of the Faith and Life Series by Ignatius Press that is utilized in our parish
religious education morning program, 5 th Grade curriculum.

“Be watchful, stand firm in your faith, be courageous, be strong.” (1 Cor 16:13)

When it comes to what to believe in God, the Church gives us the Creed. The Creed is a collection of statements on what we believe. “Faith” can also refer to
what we believe. The Apostles’ and Nicene (reeds profess an overview of the most important truths of our Faith about God the Father, the Son, and the Holy
Spirit, and how the Holy Spirit continues to work through the Church. Everyone one of these truths in the Creed has been revealed to us through God. Some of
these truths are deep mysteries that cannot always be reasoned, but the gift of faith wil help us to understand them as we examine them.

- Jesus went to heaven and is our King, and we
are his subjects?

- We will be judged by our thoughts, words, and
deeds?

- We are temples of the Holy Spirit, whom we
receive at Baptism?

- God, in his mercy, forgives our sins in Baptism
and in the Sacrament of Penance?

-We must respect our bodies because they will
rise to share in our eternal reward?

Married Love
and the Gift of Life

By Rev. Robert R. Cannon, MA, JCL

Married love is a sacred gift beyond measure. As
Pope Francis writes, “Love is more than a mere
feeling” its fruitfulness “allows us to experience
the happiness of giving" (Amoris loetitia, 94). The
unique giving of self by the spouses reflects God's
love—Ilove beyond measure!

In the book of Genesis, from the very beginning of
creation, God designed marriage to image His love
in the world—love that is permanent, faithful, total,
and fruitful. God created marriage to be a covenant
of shared love to unite a man and a woman for the
whole of life, to become one flesh. “That is why a
man leaves his father and mother and clings to his
wife, and the two of them become one body” (Gen
2: 24). Between a baptized man and a baptized
woman, marriage is a sacrament instituted by Christ
(see Code of Canon Law, 1055, 81, §2).

Marriage as envisioned by God has a richness and
depth far different from the typical secular approach
to marriage. The bishops of the United States

expressed this uniqueness very simply in this clear
teaching about the purpose of marriage which is:

[Mlore than a civil contract; it is a lifelong
covenant of love between a man and a
woman. It is an intimate partnership in which
husbands and wives learn to give and receive
love unselfishly, and then teach their children
to do so as well. (Married Love and the Gift
of Life, p. 3).

At the heart of marriage lies the gift of human
sexuality. The two-fold powers of love and life
shared by spouses expresses a “nuptial” hope-filled
quality. Love comes to life in the one flesh union of
spouses. By its very nature and purpose, married
love is meant to be a total gift of oneself. When a
husband and a wife give themselves entirely to each
other, their sacrificial love imitates the saving love of
Christ poured out for our salvation.
