Minutes for Parish Council Meeting - February 20, 2017 

1. Capital Campaign update:  Pledged - $804,298 and Paid - $706,292; 2. Painting of the side aisle ceilings has been completed with minor 

touch-ups needed.  The high ceiling from behind the organ to the transept has been fiberglassed and given its first coat of paint.  3. Council 

approved for the Holy Family Statue and the Sorrowful Mother Statue to be relocated to the center aisle at the back of the Church.  This will 

make both statues more visible to the congregation when entering the church and it will add extra color to that area of the church.  Both 

statues will have matching pedestals.  The two small pews currently in that area will be relocated to the area where the Sorrowful Mother 

statue had been while the other 2 small pews will be removed. 4. There were 3 leaks discovered on the church roof.  The main ridge had 

screws and nails missing. It was repaired with caulk and sealer.  The south side roof had slate repaired.  The north side of the tower was 

caulked and resealed.    5. Council approved air conditioning to be installed in the kitchen of the parish center.  It is expected that it will be 

installed this Spring.
