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As we reflect on the weekend readings we hear about the end times; Death, 

Judgment, Heaven and Hell. This is the season of endings; end of a warm summer, 

the end of the year, and the end of a Liturgical year. And as we approach this end 

of the Liturgical year B, we are reminded of our life here on earth and how to 

prepare for our life after. This can be a morbid thought or it can be an exciting 

thought; depending on whether you look at it from a physical side or from a 

spiritual side. As Fr. Tony always said, “We are here to get out of here.” If you are 

so wrapped up in your life here on earth and not planning for the next, then it can 

be very disheartening. But if your plan is to live the next life with God and His 

Son, Christ the King, then death is merely a stepping stone. In the realm of faith, 

the readings turn us to the last things. These are inescapable finale for all of us as 

children of Adam. And it will happen to those that believe and for those that don’t 

believe. We will inevitably live this life and pass on to the next. There is no 

escape. Resurrection and judgment, heaven and hell are among the foundations of 

biblical and Catholic faith. It is being taught throughout the New Testament. Our 

Lord clearly stated that after the last judgment, the evil doers will go off to eternal 

punishment but the just will have eternal life. It is a dogma of faith that those who 

die in mortal sin enter an eternal hell. God has given us a free will and He won’t 

force himself upon us. So, drawing closer to the Lord involves adhering to what 

the Scriptures and the Catholic Church teaches. It involves doing penance, going 

to confession, attending Holy Hour, doing good works, and receiving Jesus in the 

Eucharist on a regular basis. And we can do a daily practice run for our final 

judgment every evening. We call it an examination of conscience. Don’t go to bed 

without one. And follow it up with a good act of contrition. To prepare a great 

meal starts with good prep work, using the right seasonings, and following 

directions for a tasty end result. To prepare for a great life with God after death 

involves good prep work of following scripture and church teachings, 

adding a heaping helping of a great prayer life, along with giving of 

ourselves to others, and if we follow God’s directions, we will taste a 

rewarding after life; a life in heaven with our Creator, our Lord and 

Savior, Jesus Christ. Have a blessed weekend and a new year in the 

Church.

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CATECHISM CORNER 

Each week at Holy Mass we profess our belief in reciting the Nicene Creed.  What 
does it mean when we say we believe in these statements/truths?  We will take 
a look at each statement/truth of the creed and examine it’s meaning through 
the use of the Faith and Life Series by Ignatius Press that is utilized in our parish 
religious education morning program, 5th Grade curriculum.  For more

“For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate”  “He who hears you 

hears me, and he who rejects you rejects me, and he who rejects me 

rejects him who sent me.” (Luke 10:16) 

Imagine if Jesus came today just for a visit. You’d probably hear about it on the 
internet or the news. Would you believe he was really here? What would it take 
for you to believe what you heard? It may possibly take a miracle for us to 
believe this great news.  (He tells us He will return one day. This will be the day 
of judgement, his Second Coming.)  
When Jesus first appeared, many did not believe and for many, it took a miracle 
(or many miracles) to believe. These miracles should have proven Jesus’ identity 
as God, but in fact many people still had a hard time recognizing him as the 
Messiah.  This was because different groups of Jewish people at the time had 
their own expectations of the Messiah.  They were looking for him to be rich, a 
mighty warrior, power-seeking, ready to conquer, etc.  Instead, Jesus was a 
humble carpenter who came in peace, preached about God’s love, and healed 
the poor and sick.  Even though he was speaking God’s word and doing great 
things, the people were expecting him to be different and therefore did not 
recognize him as the Messiah or believe what he taught.  
Jesus’ teaching was not always popular or understood by his followers, especially 
teaching on the Eucharist.  This is called the “Bread of Life” discourse. (John 6:35-
59)  Jesus told his disciples he IS the bread from heaven.  This bread IS his true 
body and true blood.  It is real food and real drink.  Those who eat of it, and drink 
of it will have eternal life. Those who do not eat and drink of it will not have life 
in them.   
Many were confused and misunderstood.  Many left him at this time.  Jesus did 
not clarify or help them understand further.  He let them exercise their free will 
and walk away.  How would you have responded if you were just a follower and 
Jesus said, “Unless you eat the flesh of the Son of man and drink his blood, you 
have no life in you”? (John 6:53)  Do you believe that the Eucharist is truly the 
Body and Blood of Jesus Christ?  Though the Apostles didn’t fully understand 
Jesus teaching, they chose to stay with Him.  When Jesus asked them if they will 
go too, Peter responded, “We have believed, and have come to know, that you 
are the Holy One of God.”  (John 6:69) 
Many of Jesus’ followers rejected him because they did not have faith. As 
baptized Catholics we have faith and we believe in the Real Presence of Christ. 
Sometime, though, we reject God for other reasons through our sin. There are 
differences in sin.  Original Sin is the sin we inherit, and its stain is removed at 
Baptism. However, we are still left with a tendency to sin called concupiscence. 
Actual Sin is sin that we choose to do, by our thoughts, words, deeds, and/or 
omissions. There are two kinds of actual sin: mortal and venial. Mortal sin occurs 
under three conditions: 1. It is a sin, 2. We know it is serious, and 3. We choose 
to do it anyway. Mortal sin cuts of all grace from God.  Venial sin occurs when a 
sin is serious but we do not know it is serious, or we do not freely choose to do it 
– or – when it is less serious and we know and freely choose to do it. 
When we sin, God does not stop loving us.  Sin is our rejection of God, but he 
loves us perfectly and patiently, and we can always turn back to him. He waits 
expectantly for us to return.
