Jesus’s instruction in our scriptures today seems to be rather extreme if your hand or
foot causes you to sin cut it off, if your eye causes you to sin pluck it out. If we are
talking about body parts that cause sin, there are couple of parts you might also want to
consider adding like the tongue among many other possible body parts. We hear that it
is better to enter life crippled, maimed, or with one eye than being thrown into Gehenna
with a whole body that has parts that cause sin. Is this instruction rather extreme
instruction from Jesus to cut off body parts that cause sin literal or figurative. | would
like to think of this instruction as being more figurative than literal or at least that | hope
that it is. | mean as | think of my sins and body parts that would seem to be the culprit
there would seem to be a lot that would get cut off and missing. But | do think this
instruction is reminder for us that we are called to remove from our lives those things
that cause us to sin, that keep us from Christ and sometimes this removing might mean
taking some extreme measures.

Restoring to extreme measures to remove sin from our lives, | think is step most of us
like the sound of and say we would have no problem doing. But | venture to guess when
faced with reality of really needing remove something that is sinful from our lives can be
struggle. Not because we do not want to get rid of it. But getting rid of sin in our lives
can mean changing a habit, at times we do not want to do the work to get rid of it, at
times it mean giving up a modern technology, and/or it could be embarrassing to get rid
of it. But when we do take the extreme measure and get rid of what is causing the sin it
is relief to our lives, we feel better.

Resorting to extreme measures at times can seem to not be necessary but when we do
it brings about change and results. Athletes resort to extreme measures as part of their
training, removing anything from their life that keeps them from competing well. All
with the hope of being rewarded. About year ago, | stepped on the scale and really did
not care for what it told me. The diocese offered priests to join a Fit From Faith
program, so | decided to participate in the program. As | journeyed in the program, |
was asked to do things that seemed a little extreme like eating only
what | needed, eating properly portioned meals, and even the
week after Christmas | was told to fast from sweets. It was in doing
these things that | now have a healthier version of myself and | feel
better.

As we journey in this life, we go to extremes removing things from
our lives to make us healthier and seeking some reward in this life.
As we journey in this life may we also go to extremes removing
from our lives those things that would keep us from obtaining our
ultimate reward heaven.

We will take a look at each statement/truth of the creed and examine it’s
meaning through the use of the Faith and Life Series by Ignatiu%qPress that
is utilized in our parish religious education morning program, 5" Grade
curriculum.

“And Became Man”  “Has not the Scripture said that the Christ is
descended from David, and comes from Bethlehem, the village where
David was?” (John 7:42)

The Old Testament prophesied that Jesus would be a descendant of David and
would be born in Bethlehem in King David. Seventeen verses in the New
Testament confirm that Jesus is a descendant of David, showing that Jesus is the
fulfillment of the Old Testament prophesies and that He is the long-awaited
Messiah.

The Incarnation is the mystery when God took on human nature (became man) in
the Person of Jesus Christ, to achieve the salvation of mankind. According to the
Catechism of the Catholic Church, “The Son of God assumed a human nature
[became man] in order to accomplish our salvation in it [a human nature].” (CCC
461)

In order to reopen the gates of heaven, a perfect sacrifice had to be made. Only
Jesus, the Son of God, was able to be the perfect sacrifice for mankind. Therefore,
Jesus had to become one of us. Because God has become closer to us, we are
now closer to God.

Jesus is one Person with two natures. The Second Person of the Trinity, the Son of
God, retained his divine nature and remained a divine Person, but also took on a
human nature. Jesus is both God and man: two natures in one Divine Person.
Jesus remained fully God and became fully man. (This quality of the two natures is
called “Hypostatic Union”.)

It is a great honor for us that God chose to become human. We share in a great
dignity because of the humanity of Christ, and all that we are and do can be
offered as gifts back to God, to give him great glory. In obedience to the Jewish
law, Joseph and Mary took baby Jesus to the temple to be presented to the Lord.
This is thus called the Presentation. The Holy Spirit revealed to Simeon at the
temple that Jesus was the long awaited for Messiah. Simeon predicted that Jesus
would bring God’s grace to all men, not only the Jews, but he also warned Mary
that one day she would suffer with Jesus: “Your own heart shall be pierced by a
sword.”

The Holy Family teaches us important lessons about ourselves and our role in our
own families. 1) We must always try to accept God’s will in our lives. We should
all be willing to do what God wants without question. 2) Do the job you are meant
to do in your family. Families are happiest when they work together for the good
of a family. We are even called to obey our parents. Jesus always did this. Being
obedient may not be easy, but it trains us to be obedient to the Lord. 3) Make
God a member of your family. The family whose lives are centered on God is a
happy family. This does not mean there won’t be trials or the need for sacrifices.
Look around your home...is there a crucifix, statue or picture of Jesus (and one of
Mary) in the part of the house where you spend the most time together? Does
your family pray together? 4) Do good for others as a family. Many families find a
way to help someone in need. The Holy Family, the greatest of all families, shows
us how to live better lives in our own Christian families.

n their statement on Forming Consciences for

Faithfid Citizenship, the Catholic bishops of the

United Srates identify the four main principles
of the Church’s soctal teaching and apply them to
some concrete issues, This is not to tell the faithful
for whom or against whom to vore, bur instead to
help them form their consciences in accordance
with God's truth as they approach this often-
challenging decision. The four main principles are
the Dignity of the Human Person, the Common
Good, Solidarity, and Subsidiarity, They are all
interrelated. This bulletin focuses on the Dignity of
the Human Person, and the other three principles
are covered in three other bulletins

in this series. ——— ¢

Because each human person is created in the
image and likeness of God, each one of us possesses
innate and inviolable human dignity. This dignicy
is present in each person from the moment of their
conception and throughout their lives. As Pope
Francis has emphasized, human dignity is central
to building a society in which we are “brothers and

sisters all™

Every hueman being has the right to live with dignity
and ta develop mtegrally; this fundamental right
cannot be dented by any country. People have this
right even if they are unproductive, or were bom
with oy developed limitations. This does not detract
from them great dignity as hueman persons, a dignity
based not on civcranstances but on the murinsic
worth of thenr bemg, Unless this basic principle i
upheld, there will be no futiare either for fraternity or

for the swrvival of hremarnaty.
